True, even he never 
emphasised that pond, but then 
the pond proved irrelevant to 
our morning. This is a 
relatively unused part of an 
area we have often hashed in, 
and the hill of Spook Hill is a 
little known attraction; it also 
allowed the hares to start a trail 
as it should, up, and finish 
likewise, down. Few of us 
appeared in Halloween 
costumes, though Belcher and 
Veggie Queen did, as also 
Atalanta. Belcher approved my 
idea of a Black Dress event, 
when we could all show off our 
little black numbers, very 
fetching. 

We ran (as it proved 
eventually) south and anti-
clockwise. Silent Knight – how 
faithful he is to our Sunday 
mornings! - took an early lead 

up the hill, Doug in close 
attendance. How our Uncle 
Gerry could appear ahead of 
them baffles me. I said “as 
it proved”: the key moment 
of the morning was the 
check next to the underpass 
on the A24, and the most 
southerly point on our run. 
It was here that Chastity 
Belt heard voices calling us 
further south; but this sort 
of thing is best left to the 
saints, such as history’s 
most remarkable teenager, 
Joan of Arc. (Can you think 
of any with a greater 
impact? Alexander, 
perhaps.)  

The voices Chastity Belt 
heard – despite the traffic! - 
were in her head, but she 
led a good many astray who 
believed her. At the Circle 
Speedy Humper asserted – 

how could she possibly have 
known?  - that the only three to 
do the whole trail were herself, J. 
Arthur as a reluctant but 
assiduous Checking Chicken, 
and I, your scribe. We did in the 
end find the flour which 
established this run as a left-
hander, but I am sure others had 
done so long before. We soon 
collected ‘IsKnees, and long 
after we came upon Chastity 
Belt’s group, later acquiring 
those with the Grand Master. By 
this time we were becoming 
perplexed by check circles 
marked through incorrectly, 
which is very misleading and 
unhelpful. 

Eskimo Nell had correctly 
predicted a short trail: we were in 
at about 12.20. Just after a 
muddy Silent Knight came in, 
after being helped by Mrs G, 
Hash Flash called in a single 

visitor, a lady accompanying 
our new friends Followthrough 
and Allover (if I heard their 
names aright). Many thanks to 
our hares. 

It is interesting to examine 
Shakespeare’s take on romantic 
love. Few commentators 
emphasise an interesting 
insight: that the Pyramus play 
is a parody on his own Romeo 
and Juliet story. “Sighing like 
furnace, with a woeful ballad 
made to his mistress’ eyebrow” 
is obviously scornful; “Most 
loving mere folly” is from the 
same play. In Love’s Labours 
Lost the men and women do 
not get together at all; it ends 
“You that way, we this”. The 
contrived pairing of Beatrice 
and Benedick is hardly a 
traditional love story.; the 
bizarre union in All’s Well 
That Ends Well is not a love 
story at all. Shakespeare’s own 
marriage failed; his subsequent 

life seems to have been 
bisexual. His sonnets have a 
devastating indictment of 
desire: “The expense of 
spirit in a waste of shame/ 
Is lust in action…” - read 
the whole poem. Nor are all 
his women idealised; 
Cressida is unfaithful, 
Gertrude remarries absurdly 
quickly, and as for Regan 
and Goneril….. (It is 
startling to think that boy 
actors could play these 
parts, still more the 
genuinely sexy -  and 
mature -  Cleopatra). 
Shakespeare would not 
have appealed to Mills and 
Boon readers. So: how 
should Isabella react to the 
Duke’s last lines in 
Measure for Measure?
