Belcher got back from
setting the trail about 10.55,
and was invited to address the
troops. He offered us a “fairly
long trail”, clarified as 5.8
miles, with no short cut;
walkers were invited to wait
for maps. The absence of a
short cut must have meant
none marked; the trail
climbed Colley Hill from
Reigate, very steeply, and
then went west following the
crest for a long way. Hairpin
bend, and then gradually,
gently, down to the plain as
we returned to the east. Many
paths would have cut that
short.

All rather scenic, certainly;
the mist had lifted, and the
views were good. All very
familiar, too; we have been
here often. The Retard set one
of his most memorable lash-
ups here. The GM had

appointed Atalanta as
Checking Chicken; this duty
she performed assiduously
and attentively. I have no idea
whether the few people
behind me — First On, Master
Bates, ‘Arfur Pint? - benefited
from her markings, or whether
they gave up and made their
own way home. Still
recovering from last week’s
fall, I was walking rather than
running; not a good idea for a
scribe, who should, at least at
times, be there at the checks
to grasp the interplay between
hare and front runners. I can
report that Randy Pandy,
followed minutes later by
Loopy Lou, did catch us up,
having missed the start.

I finished the trail with a
visiting hasher, who
commented morosely on the
tedium of the last mile or two,
all urban streets without the

least interest. (We must at one
time have been close to the
Volunteer; why not start from
that pub?)

This was a balloon trail,
starting and finishing on the
same “string”. By the time I was
on the string the only hasher in
sight ahead of us was J. Arthur,
though we knew Le Pro was
somewhere just in front, with
the GM, RHUM, and One in the
Eye still further ahead; also, I
believe, Proxy, unless he had
had other ideas. Before the start
Hash Flash had told me he often
shops in Reigate at the weekend,
and it is possible to park in the
road, for free, just before that
blessed car park, which had our
hashers muttering imprecations
against the ticket machine.

The first people to persecute

Until in the late 12th century
we English began, at York,
the anti-Semitic  violence
which has darkened the world
ever since. The  word
“holocaust” was then first
used. Hostile remarks about
Jews were still part of our
culture less than a century
ago, as in some of Eliot’s
early poems. I agree, others
took over: Hitler was in no
way a Christian. But we
started it.
